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Pasta - cottage roll-ups

Ingredients:

1/4 teaspoon olive or canola oil

200 g fresh lasagna sheets

400 g reduced fat onion-and-chive cottage cheese
225 g frozen spinach, thawed

1 cup reduced fat evaporated milk

2 cloves garlic, crushed

1 X 425g can tomatoes and herbs

1/2 cup mozzarella cheese, shredded

Method:

1. Preheat the oven to 180;C. Brush the inside of a large ovenproof dish with the oil.

2. Cut the lasagna sheets in half and spread with the cottage cheese, then dot with the spinach. Roll U
pasta firmly and using a sharp knife, cut each roll in half. Place the rolls, seam side down, in the prepa
dish.
3. Place the evaporated milk, garlic and canned tomatoes and herbs in a saucepan and bring to the bg
a medium heat. Reduce the heat and simmer for 2 minutes.
4. Pour the sauce over the pasta rolls, sprinkle with cheese and bake in the preheated oven for 30 mip

Notes: On occasion, when you have spread the fresh lasagna with the cottage cheese, top with lean sfi

ham before rolling up and baking. Serve with bread or rolls warmed in the oven and a fresh green sala
