Fire Action Awareness Week This Week!

Fire Action Week is a call to action for all Victorians, no matter where they live, to:
prepare for the coming fire season

identify their fire risk

prepare their own properties and work with neighbours and communities to be Fire Ready.

Key messages for Fire Action Week

The following key messages may be used for Fire Action Week:

All of Victoria is at fire risk this year, and we are facing a potentially worse fire season than last year.

Fire Action Week is the time to start planning and preparing for the fire season, if you havenOt already done so.

You should have a written fire plan that details what you and your family will do if threatened by fires.

Your fire plan is a combination of preparation and a plan of action. It must include practical steps to protect all members of the family,
including children, the elderly and the vulnerable.

Write down your fire plan, share it with all in your household, and practise it regularly.

Prepare your house or property for fires. Even if you plan to leave, your home must be well prepared. A well-prepared house with
defendable space has a greater chance of surviving.

Remove or reduce items near your home that can burn including vegetation. The larger this cleared space, the greater the chance your
house will survive a fire. Check with your local council.

CFAOs new household self-assessment tool will help you determine if you have enough defendable space around your home. Visit
www.cfa.vic.gov.au or call the VBIL on 1800 240 667 to get a copy.

NSW University Competition English
Results for the NSW University English Competition are in and will be presented at assembly this week. Our results are again terrific for a
school our size. We have 15 children participating and received 3 Certificates of Distinction, 3 Certificates of Credit and 9 Participation
Certificates. Well done to all children.
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2010 Grade Placement Requests
Throughout November and early December we will be working on our class structures and student combinations for 2010. Our numbers
appear to be, at this point, around the 215 mark, the same as this year.

The Government allocates money to schools for every 21 students (with a little extra for special programs such as Early Years Literacy).
However our one teacher to 21 students includes the Principal, Assistant Principal, administrative staff and all specialist teachers. We are
currently planning for 10 classrooms, one more than this year. We will have two grade 5/6s, 3 grade 3/4s, 3 grade 1/2s, and 2 Prep classes.
The teachers allocated to these classrooms will not be determined until early December as there are a number of factors still to be
determined.

The parents of almost every school in the State have become familiar with composite or multi age classrooms. Indeed, some schools base
their entire school on a multi-age plan, regardless of grade numbers. In fact a significant amount of research now suggests that classroom
learning is optimised when teaching at a learning level, rather than at a grade level.

Modern teaching practice supports the view that teachers are able to teach a variety of levels in any one class. You will notice as you walk
around our school that classrooms have groups operating B challenging children at the appropriate level of learning. Teachers no longer
teach to a grade; even our Victorian Education Learning Standards Guides developed by the Education Department are planned over a two-
year period of achievement (the Prep year is the only stand alone Learning Level). In addition the friendship groups, role modelling and
opportunities for leadership are far greater in a wider class age mix.

It is important in formulating class structures that all parents who have concerns about their childOs educational needs have the opportunity tq
be heard and treated fairly and equitably. To assist the following process has been outlined and supported by staff and School Council.

All children will have the opportunity to nominate 3 friends who they would like to share a grade with next year. Teachers spend a great deal
of time on developing class mixes and ensuring that children receive at least one friend in their new class. However teachers do have the
professional responsibility to override these friendship requests if they feel they are not in one or either childOs best interests.

Parents are also invited to write to me about the concerns they have for their childOsducational needs for 2010. Please note, requests for
particular teachers will not be considered as the best interests of the total school population and the effective management of the school
must be taken into account. Letters will be considered up until the end of November.

Our aim is to inform children of their class placement and teacher prior to the end of the school year. In some circumstances this can
change over the break due to student movement (a couple of children in or out can drastically impact on our structure) and in this event
every effort would be made by me to notify parents concerned of the change.

As you can see this is a very complex task and one that requires patience and a great deal of thought and manipulation. Please assist us to
make this process as smooth as possible by taking note of the requests as outlined.

Students Leaving or Arriving

It is very important that we have accurate enrolment figures for 2010. Our staffing is based solely on enrolments and to suddenly lose or
gain even one student can impact dramatically on what we can offer as a school. If you know of anybody leaving Ferny Creek OR,
alternatively, of anybody coming but we may not yet know, can you let Jill or | know as soon as possible. We are now at the stage where
teachers will be formulating next yearOs classes and we need our figures to be as accurate as possible.
